GOMORRAH

In my article I have tried to explain why Gomorrah, written by Roberto Saviano, has been so successful and why it is so important to read it; as today people usually read “empty” books without a real message written by authors such as Federico  Moccia or Francesco Totti,  strangely Gomorrah is of the top of all classifications.

In order to explain this oddity, I analyzed Gomorra, and I can define it a mixture of simplicity, reality and harshness: Roberto Saviano becomes the witness of truth, the one who describes our declining society and replaces the TV which transmits only trivial news, so people can understand the real problems and try to find a solution. 

The world described by Saviano is so cruel and some parts of the book are really hard: thanks to Gomorra literature returns to its original value of the testimony of reality, Saviano is similar to Marco Polo who narrated his travels in unknown China (today Italy’s real situation is unknown to many people). Marco Polo isn’t the only possible comparison, in fact Roberto Saviano refers to many other authors, for example to Zola’s Pamphlet, to Joseph Conrad, to Bertolt Brecht, but especially to Pier Paolo Pasolini who became a sort of protector. 

From this book the reader has a terrible image of Italy, which is governed by immoral people who just wish to be a television star and die with honour; the real problem is that they are expanding all over the world. 

When people finish reading Gomorrah, they feel very embittered but also a bit happy, because they know the truth hidden behind the TV and newspapers (unfortunately it is a sad reality).

Only if we throw away Federico Moccia’s and Francesco Totti’s books, we could try to change this world: Roberto Saviano gives us the possibility to understand the problems of our country, and we must read his book to find a solution.
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
